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1. Discussion:

TSG SA2 would like to thank TSG SA3-LI for their LS on LI for GCSE (SA3LI14_078r1).
SA2 has discussed the SA3-LI request and noted a number of problems:

· The BM-SC (MBMS Server) has no knowledge of the groups that are known to the GCS AS.

· The BM-SC has no knowledge of which UEs are receiving the group content being broadcast.

· UE mobility from broadcast to unicast and vice-versa can occur at any time, and such mobility (e.g., from unicast to broadcast) may not be known immediately to the GCS AS.

· The GCS AS is the central point that knows to which groups the UE belongs.

· The GCS AS knows whether the content for a particular group is being sent via unicast bearer to the UE.

· The GCS AS can know, e.g., via the cell ID sent from the UE, the location of the UE.

For these reasons, SA2 believe that SA3-LI should consider the GCS AS as the focus for gathering lawful intercept information for a UE involved in group communication, and not the BM-SC (MBMS Server).
