Support for ProSe for UEs in limited service state
ProSe-enabled non-Public Safety UE shall not use ProSe Direct Discovery when in limited service state.

ProSe-enabled Public Safety UEs that are authorised to use ProSe Direct Discovery or ProSe Direct Communication or both, when "not served by E-UTRAN" as defined in clause 4.5.1.1.2.3 shall be able to use the corresponding service when in limited service state, if the UE has entered limited service state as the result of receiving one of the following reject reasons defined in TS 23.122 [x]:

-
the UE cannot find a suitable cell of the selected PLMN or

-
the UE receives a "PLMN not allowed" response to a registration request or;

-
the UE receives a "GPRS not allowed" response to a registration request

Public Safety ProSe-enabled UEs shall not use ProSe Direct Discovery or ProSe Direct Communication or both in all other situations (e.g. no SIM in the MS, an "illegal MS" or "illegal ME" response to a registration request, or an "IMSI unknown in HLR" response to a registration request) defined in TS 23.122 [x], where the UE is unable to obtain normal service from a PLMN.
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
