	The equivelant PLMN list have not been addressed in this release.

The equivelant PLMN list deployment have a lot of impacts to the current design. For example:

1)  In current specification the HSS notify the visited PLMN ID to ProSe Function, but if equivalent PLMN list is used the HSS may not be able to know the latest visited PLMN ID.

2)  In current specification the HSS only insert the ProSe subscription of the current registered PLMN, the subscription of equivalent PLMN is not supported.

In order to complete the specification, it is proposed to indicate that ProSe should not be supported in case of equivalent PLMN deployement in this release.
