Key Issue Y- Interface for provisioning of traffic steering policy
5.1.1
Description


In order to provision the traffic steering policies, we need to define an interface between the PCRF and the (S)Gi-LAN system and the various procedures over that interface. This can be an existing interface or new interface. In any case, this interface needs to support following procedures:
· PCRF to (S)Gi-LAN: Provisioning of new traffic steering policy with granularity of subscriber session, application id and service data flow.
· PCRF to (S)Gi-LAN: Modification of existing traffic steering policy with granularity of subscriber session, application id and service data flow.
NOTE: 
(S)Gi-LAN is network infrastructure connecting to 3GPP network over the SGi or Gi reference point that provides various IP-based services (e.g. NAT, antimalware, parental control, DDoS protection, video optimization).
The solution to this key issue should consider the following aspects:

· If existing interface is used between PCRF and (S)Gi-LAN systems:

a) Justification of using existing interface.
b) Analysis of enhancements, if any, needed to support the above procedures.
· If new interface is defined between PCRF and (S)Gi-LAN systems:

a) Justification of why new interface is needed.

b) High-level description of the call flows and set of parameters to support the above procedures.

Key Issue Z- Semantics of traffic steering policy
5.2.1
Description


This key issue investigates the semantics of the traffic steering policy which is provisioned over the interface between PCRF and (S)Gi-LAN. The solution to this key issue should propose the nature of the information exchanged under traffic steering policy while ensuring the following constraints:
· The functionality of the Service enablers supported within the (S)Gi-LAN and the routing of traffic between those Service enablers are out of the work’s scope.
