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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS (S2-14xxxx/C4-142121) on Clarification of several parameters for ProSe discovery. 
SA2 would like to provide answers to CT4’s questions:
Question 1: Shall the HSS be involved in the provisioning of the “Authorised discovery range for announcing per PLMN” parameter? This parameter is part of the ProSe service authorisation which the Home PLMN ProSe Function provides to the UE for ProSe direct discovery, but it is unclear in TS 23.303 whether or not the ProSe Function obtains this parameter from the HSS.

SA2 answer: TS 23.303 v.12.2.0 does not cover where the “Authorised discovery range for announcing per PLMN” is stored. SA2 discussed this issue and believes that this parameter is better stored in HSS together with the rest “per PLMN” authorisation information. If CT4 agrees, SA2 will update the stage-2 accordingly. 
Question 2: What are the content and recommended format of a “location trigger” as this parameter is supposed to be included in the ProSe Proximity Request between the two ProSe Functions involved for EPC-level ProSe discovery? TS 23.303 does not have the details for this parameter.

SA2 answer: The “location trigger” refers to the use of “event triggers” for reporting location info using SUPL by the UE as defined in Open Mobile Alliance, OMA AD SUPL: "Secure User Plane Location Architecture". The same parameter is used is by the ProSe Function to SLP in step 7 of clause 5.5.5.
CT4 kindly asks SA2 to take CT4’s decision about the ProSe Application Mask into account and to provide feedback if deemed necessary.
SA2 answer: SA2 approved CR 121 that removes this text from stage-2 specifications. CT1 and CT4 can agree the appropriate encoding of the ProSe Application Code and ProSe Application Mask (if present) in the Discovery Filter.
