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1. Discussion:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on introducing new QCI values.
Answer to Question 1: The new QCI values were introduced in order to support and with the expectation to be used for PTT and Public Safety Mission Critical functionality, anticipated from certain UEs starting with Rel-12. However, nothing prevents network operators from finding other uses for these values. In such cases, it is up to the network operators to make sure that the target UE population will be able to process signalling containing those QCI values according to the operator’s expectations.  

Answer to Question 2: No, a rejection due to a UE not understanding a newly defined value is not a backwards compatibility issue. The reason for reserving spare values in a release is to have the freedom to define new values in future releases with the expectation that older UEs, if faced with such occurrence, are able to handle the situation properly.
