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Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to the scope clause of FMSS TR 23.xyz:

1 Scope
Editor’s Note: This clause will describe the scope of the feasibility study.
In order to realize efficient and flexible mobile service steering in the operator deployed (S)Gi-LAN, the network operator uses information (e.g. user profile, network operator’s policies, RAT type, application characteristics) to define traffic steering policies. These policies are used to steer the subscriber’s traffic to appropriate enablers (e.g. NAT, antimalware, parental control, DDoS protection) in the (S)Gi-LAN.

The present document studies and evaluates architectural enhancements required for 3GPP systems to provide flexible mobile service steering policy as per the service requirements defined in TS 22.101, clause 30.
NOTE: Service enablers supported within the (S)Gi-LAN and the routing of traffic between those service enablers are not in the scope. The scope of the work is restricted to providing policies through interfaces defined by 3GPP.
