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Abstract of the contribution:

Maintenance contributions to SA2 specifications continue with significant volume. Rather than blocking out more time for maintenance in the agenda of SA2 107-109, when many Rel-13 work items are scheduled to complete, it is recommended to add an electronic meeting devoted to maintenance.
Motivation
At SA2 106, there were 97 tdoc submission for 3GPP packet access maintenance, 32 for PCC/QoS maintenance, 35 for non-3GPP maintenance, 20 for IMS-related maintenance. It is expected that we may only get through half of these input papers at SA2 106 given the agenda's emphasis on Rel-13 agenda items.

There are reasons to believe the maintenance load at SA2 107 will not be lighter. The SA2 106 agenda did not include IMS maintenance. Also, there will be maintenance of already completed Rel-13 features (eUMONC, UPCON CN solution, CSPS_Coord, DRuMS, TEI13 cat B/C CRs already approved, etc.)
While one may be tempted to add Rel-13 topics to an e-meeting agenda, to gain more time for actionable work, experience has shown (particularly NIMTC and eMPS work at SA2 79E, July 6-13, 2010) that such meetings are:
· not particularly productive (controversial papers and ideas end up getting noted or postponed until face to face meetings);

· provoke a massive amount of discussion, so much so that one cannot actively read and respond to all necessary threads, let alone review and post responses;

· at risk of late-submitted revisions that get approved without substantial review.

Proposal
The agenda for the e-meeting is proposed to be without Rel-13 work and study items (except for Rel-13 corrections of already completed Rel-13 features and maintenance of approved TEI13 Cat B/C CRs).
LSs will be handled in the agenda item that is appropriate (no LSs related to Rel-13 topics will be opened.)

Please avoid proposals for enhancements and improvements . These should be TEI 13 Cat B/C, not TEI12 or TEI13 Category F. Technical Enhancement and Improvement category B/C is not on the SA2 107bis agenda.
For pre-rel-12 topics, please submit essential corrections only - including alignment to specifications as requested by other working groups. Clean up, clarification, improvement, etc. of pre-rel-12 features is not on the SA2 107bis agenda.

The e-meeting allows for clean up, alignment, clarification and other corrections for Rel-12 and Rel-13 features. In future, it may be difficult to find time for Rel-12 non-essential correction.
