Key Issue 1- Interface for provisioning of traffic steering policy

Description


In order to provision the traffic steering policies to be used for traffic steering in (S)Gi-LAN, the interface with PCRF for such a provisioning as well as various procedures over that interface should be defined. This can be an existing interface or new interface. In any case, this interface needs to support following procedures:
· Provisioning of new traffic steering policy with granularity of subscriber session, application id and service data flow.
· Modification/Removal of existing traffic steering policy with granularity of subscriber session, application id and service data flow.
