SA2 thanks RAN2 for LS S2-14xxyy/R2-144710. Please find answers to your questions below: 
1. Whether a ProSe Layer-2 group ID can be associated with priority level?

[SA2 Answer]: Yes. SA2 has approved CR 129 that associates the ProSe Layer-2 ID with a priority level.

If there is an associated group priority for each ProSe Layer-2 group ID:

a.
Can the ProSe function provide the UE with this information? 

[SA2 Answer]: Yes see attached CR 129

b.
Can the group priority information be made available to the eNB and if so, how?

[SA2 Answer]: Yes the Subscribed Group Priority is transferred to the eNB together with the “ProSe Authorised” indicator from MME when the UE is subscribed for ProSe Direct Communication.

c.
What is the number of group priority levels that will be supported?

[SA2 answer]: SA2 believes that 3 or 4 priority levels will be suitable. SA2 also includes SA1 in the LS response in order to verify whether this number of priority level is adequate from service requirements perspective.
