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1. Overall Description:

It has been brought to SA WG2 attention that there is a discrepancy between TS 23.272 and TS 36.331 related to the usage of CSFB high priority indicator received from the MME by the eNB. TS 23.272 specifies in clause 4.3.4 that “When CSFB RRC connection release with redirection is used, the eNodeB sets the "CS Fallback High Priority" indication in the RRC Connection Release message”, and this is valid for any target system (GERAN or UTRAN). Whereas TS 36.331 specifies in clause 6.2.2 that for MT CSFB call, CSFB high priority indicator is included in the RRC Connection Release message only if the target carrier is UTRAN. 

SA2 agreed that there is no need for the UE to be informed of CSFB high priority for further use by NAS signalling (as it will be informed via the SETUP message from the MSC), or for prioritizing the RRC connection when the UE selects GERAN. 

However, even if the eNB may provide the UE with GERAN carrier as target carrier when performing a RRC Connection Release with redirection, the UE might still connect to UTRAN autonomously e.g. when the UE does not have GERAN coverage at this time. 
Therefore, SA2 requests RAN2 to evaluate this scenario and if confirmed then align with SA2 specification where  the eNB should send the "CS Fallback High Priority" indication in the RRC Connection Release message regardless of  the target RAT (i.e. GERAN or UTRAN).. 
2. Actions:

To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks RAN2 to evaluate the restriction of TS 36.331 with regards to sending CS fallback high priority indication in RRC Connection Release message to GERAN and keep SA2 informed of their decision.
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
