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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT4 for their LS on “Roaming Subscription Corresponding to Specific RAT”.
Approved CR to TS 23.221 (S2-142255, CR#0163) and CR to TS 23.401 (S2-142704, CR#2723)  clearly apply to E-UTRAN only. 

S2-142255 “reason for change” states “This is to avoid potential enormous EPS roaming fee due to different roaming fee for GPRS and EPS”. And “consequence if not approved” states: “The scenario that subscribers who have EPS subscription may choose to only subscribe GPRS roaming but not the EPS roaming will not be able to be achieved for operator”.
An example of the restricted access statement for E-UTRAN, is for an European operator to allow a subscriber to access EPS (E-UTRAN) and GPRS (UTRAN/GERAN) in its home network or in  a VPLMN in  Europe, but to only allow UTRAN and GERAN (but not E-UTRAN) in a US VPLMN. This is described per subscriber, e.g. another subscriber will be allowed to have E-UTRAN in a US VPLMN. 
Access restriction data is already defined for legacy (from Rel-6 between GERAN and UTRAN in TS 23.221, TS 23.012, TS 23.060 and TS 29.002) and downloaded to VLR/SGSN which checks the RAT, but there is no explicit statement if it can be per VPLMN.
