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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN3 for the LS on E-RAB(s) failed to modify in E-RAB Modification Confirm.

SA2 discussed the handling for the E-RAB(s) failed to be modified within the E-RAB Modification procedure. It is SA2’s understanding that RAN3 indicated that it is up to RAN to decide on subsequent actions, e.g. release or maintain, for the bearers have not been switched successfully in the core network.
MeNB either keeps the previous transport path unchanged and if applicable, trigger to release the corresponding SCG bearers, or tears down the corresponding E-RABs
SA2 would like to highlight that the RAN cannot always decide to keep the previous path on its own : while for certain causes, such as transient path failure between MME and SGW, the eNB can proceed as it wishes, but for other causes, such as context mistmatch between the MME and SGW, there is nothing that the eNB can do to keep it. SA2 would need some more time to study the different alternatives.
