1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on MME control for consistence of S1-U and S1-MME address type and provide answers below.

a. Whether the MME or the eNB/HeNB/HeNB-GW is the right network element responsible for performing the selection of actual transport layer IP address to be used?
Answer: RAN3 agreed that MME never knows the IP version supported by HeNB if HNB GW is deployment. There is a problem only when the HeNB GW does not terminate UP. Sending IPv4 and IPv6 in same message would be needed to solve the problem for this scenario. HeNB GW is the right network element responsible for performing the selection in this case. For other scenarios, no change to current functionality is needed.
c. If the answer to /a/ is the eNB/HeNB/HeNB-GW, then it is SA2's expectation that RAN3 would kindly consider revising specifications under its remit to clarify how to support such scenarios.
