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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes resolutions to the open issues regarding ProSe service authorization and provisioning for restricted direct discovery. 
Discussion
In clause 5.4 of TR23.713, an open issue is captured regarding the service authorization and provisioning:
-
It is FFS if extension or enhancements are required for ProSe service authorisation and provisioning for Restricted Direct Discovery. 

Based on the current agreed solutions for restricted discovery in TR 23.713, the existing procedures defined in clause 5.2 of TS 23.303 are sufficient to support restricted direct discovery. 
However, it is expected that the service authorization and provisioning information would require some enhancement to support the information required for the restricted direct discovery operation. 

Based on the solutions discussed and documented in the TR 23.713, the following new configurations need to be provisioned ProSe Restricted Direct Discovery authorisation:

ProSe Direct Discovery monitoring authorisation policy:

PLMNs in which the UE is authorised to perform ProSe Restricted Direct Discovery monitoring.

ProSe Discovery UE ID configuration for the Restricted Direct Discovery:

These configurations should be also associated with a validity timer, as their counter parts in Rel-12. The actual parameters used for these configurations will be decided by stage 3 (CT1 WG).
