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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on addition of proximity services group identifier.

SA2 discussed this proposal and would like to inform CT1 about the following: 
· In rel.12 TS 23.303 defines procedures only for open discovery that allows partial matching. SA2 expects that in rel.12 in most cases partial matching will be used and as such SA2 does not see the need for CT1 to standardize a Service Group Identifier since the ProSe Application Mask can be based on the ProSe Application ID

· In rel.13 SA2 is working on ProSe restricted discovery, that is expected to mostly use full matching and therefore the UE only send Match Report for ProSe Codes matched fully.  Whether partial matching will be supported for restricted discovery in rel.13 is FFS.

· SA2 believes that in order to reduce the power consumed on monitoring UE it is important to reduce the frequency the UE has to wake up to receive discovery messages. From previous studies e.g. on MTC SA2 expects that the majority of power consumption in the monitoring UE is dominated by the radio functions and the time the monitoring UE will have to wake up and receive discovery messages instead of amount of bits processed at every discovery interval.
