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Abstract of the contribution: This paper analyzes the solution on the key issue – “Architectural aspects for minimizing the need for bearer level protocol conversion” and proposes the way forward.
1. Discussion
In the section 8, the key issue is Architectural aspects for minimizing the need for bearer level protocol conversion. This means to avoid media anchoring and trans-coding in the E2E WIC conversation.
So far, there are 2 solutions:
· Solution 1: Look like a SDP based solution. 
· Solution 2: OMR based solution which re-uses the existing OMR mechanism.
In fact, the solution 1 can be considered as a lightweight alternative to OMR. OMR is developed to avoid the unnecessary media anchoring and trans-coding. So why we define another OMR while resolve the same issue. And solution 1 havs impacts for interoperability and existing OMR procedures. 

It suggests the Solution 2 as conclusion if needed. It seems that there is no stage-2 impact with solution 2. The CT1/4 will evaluate the potential work.
But the key concern is, do we really require this feature? The media anchoring is always mandatory when LI is required. So the valuable scenario is not clear. 
Because the requirement is from SA1, so this paper suggests sending LS to SA1 to check.
For the solution 2, the impact focuses on the stage-3. A LS also can be sent to CT1/4 to evaluate the impacts if necessary. 
2. Proposal
It is proposed to update 23.706 accordingly. If agreed, the LS to SA1 and CT can be created during the meeting.
