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1. Overall Description:

OMR had been specified in 3GPP Release 10 to avoid unnecessary media anchoring.

SA2 has conditionally endorsed the OMR-based solution in 8.2.2 for the key issue: Architectural aspects for minimizing the need for bearer level protocol conversion between two WebRTC peers. In that solution, if Lawful Interception is required for a specific WebRTC user, the OMR will be disabled by eP-CSCF for that user. 
However, there is still concern whether this solution can meet the Lawful Interception requirement. 
SA2 asks SA3-LI:
Q1: Does the OMR based solution, as described above for WebRTC users, meet the Lawful Interception requirement?
The eWebRTCi will be frozen in the SA2#109 if there is no exception. SA2 appreciates if SA3-LI can provide a reply before SA2#109 meeting.
