Overall Evaluation

7.1
General

In doing the evaluation, a set of criteria is considered for key issue #1 (Interface for provisioning of traffic steering policy) and key issue #2 (Semantics of traffic steering policy).
· Meet requirement: the solution should meet the SA1 requirement, compare if and how the solutions fulfil the requirements defined in sec. 5.1.2
· Impacting on network elements and interfaces: compare the solutions on impact on existing network odes and interfaces, whether the solutions need a new functional entity and/or a new interface is compared in this criterion.
· Signalling load: the signalling load caused by the solution is compared in this criterion.

· Scalability: the solution should avoid causing heavy user plane handling load and overhead and could be adopted by operator to handling large traffic load; 
· Efficiency: the solution should be analysed on the impact on the traffic routing to the (S)Gi-LAN, on the impact of the traffic forwarding latency.
· Agnostic to the architecture/solution of (S)Gi-LAN: can co-existent with the work of other SDOs (e.g., ONF, IETF), and does not causing extra dependencies of other SDOs
NOTE:  the comparison should consider variant (S)Gi-LAN scenario, e.g., centralized (S)Gi-LAN function which provide service to a large number of users, or a distributed (S)Gi-LAN where the functions are located across different Data Centers;
