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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA WG2 would like to inform CT1 and RAN2 that SA WG2 clarified the applicability of RAN based solution.

The granularity of RAN rule based solution had been defined per APN. 

Therefore, regarding a multi-access PDN connection (i.e. a PDN connection established over multiple accesses using the same APN), the RAN rule based solution cannot be applicable.

The description on a multi-access PDN connection established by the ISRP provisioned through ANDSF can be covered in TS 23.402.However, there is no clear description in case of a multi-access PDN connection established by means of static pre-configuration policy (i.e. no ANDSF deployment scenario).
From lack of specification clarity, the misbehaviour in the UE may occur.
Therefore, SA WG2 decided to clarify it in TS 23.401 and TS 23.060 as follows.

Traffic steering decisions using procedures defined in TS 36.304 and TS 25.304 are not applicable to a multi-access PDN connection (i.e. a PDN connection established over multiple accesses using the same APN) established by means of static pre-configuration policy. 
The attachment contains TS 23.401 CR and TS 23.060 CR which were agreed at SA2#109.
