Avoiding SRVCC false trigger: CR related to this feature are presented to SA#68
-
Interworking with IUT (Inter UE Transfer): A CR to 23.228 / 23.237 is needed to clarify the conditions allowing a webRTC based UE to be part of an Inter UE Transfer procedure

· Minimize the need for bearer level protocol conversion when supporting WebRTC media capabilities between  WebRTC IMS clients without the need to convert to/from IMS protocols: A CR to 23.228 is needed to describe the chosen solution (relying on OMR).
