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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA3 on their LS reply on Public Safety discovery (S3-151524).

SA2 has discussed the topic and agreed the following answers contained in the SA3’s liaison.

Q2: SA3 would like to ask SA2 whether the intention of this procedure [Group Member Discovery] is for the UEs to discover other UEs that are members of its group only?

SA2 discussed potential use cases and concluded that it is desirable to have support for Group Member Discovery among users who may or may not be affiliated at ProSe Group level i.e. that may or may not share a common ProSe Layer-2 Group ID and an associated group security credential.
-
An example use case with affiliated users is when an MCPTT user of talk group X wants to be aware of the presence of any other users of talk group X that are within communication range.

-
An example use case with unaffiliated users is when on the incident spot members from group Y want to discover members from group Z with whom they don’t share a common configuration at ProSe Group level.
The scope of discovery (i.e. the set of UEs/users who are intended to interpret the received discovery message) is determined as follows:

-
With Model B Group Member Discovery, the Target Info parameter in the Solicitation message (refer to TR 23.713 clause 6.1.2.3.2) designates a single user or a group of users that are potential discoverees. This applies regardless whether the targeted single user or a group of users is/are affiliated at ProSe Group level with the discoverer or not. The exact format of the Target Info parameter is not expected to be specified by 3GPP.
-
With Model A Group Member Discovery, the Announcement message (refer to TR 23.713 clause 6.1.2.3.1) currently does not include any indication of scope. In particular, for the case of discovery among users that are affiliated at ProSe Group level, the Announcement message does not include the ProSe Layer-2 Group ID of the group(s) with which the announcer is affiliated. It is noted that a single user may be affiliated with more than one ProSe Layer-2 Group IDs. SA3 feedback is welcome on this specific point i.e. if for any security reasons the Announcement message needs to indicate a scope of discovery.
Q3: Do such groups for Group Member Discovery need to be the same as a group for one-to-many communications? If not, is this an expectation?
Refer to the previous answer.
SA2 would also like to point out that SA2 agreed that for UE-NW Relay Discovery too it should be possible to perform discovery regardless whether the users of the Remote UE and the Relay UE are affiliated at ProSe Group level.
