Conclusions


It has been concluded to proceed the normative work for the key issue#1 and #2 in 3GPP Rel-13 with the following conclusions: 
Solution-1, 2, 3 and 4 are implemented based on the following working assumptions: 

· New reference point, St, is agreed to be defined for SCTCF which is now renamed to Traffic Steering Support Function (TSSF).  The new St reference point is independent of other reference points, i.e. Sd, Gx

· When TDF and PCEF enhanced with ADC and are deployed with TSSF, the PCRF can send traffic steering rules (represented by a TSP-ID) to PGW/TDF via Gx or Sd. TSP-ID points to a predefined behavior for packet classification and marking. 

· When traffic steering rules are sent to PGW or to TDF over Gx or Sd respectively, the steering rules can be used to support L7 (identified by application identifier) and also L3 & L4 packet classification and marking. 

· When traffic steering rules are sent to PGW or to TDF for L7 packet classification and marking, the new St reference point can be deployed to carry only L3 & L4 Traffic Steering Rules to the (S)Gi-LAN.

· When TDF and PCEF enhanced with ADC are not deployed with TSSF, the new St reference point could be used to send traffic steering rules to (S)Gi-LAN.   

· For the new St reference point, it was agreed to define new protocol required by the St functionality.  In addition, Diameter based Sd protocol could also be extended for St interface. 

· Diameter based Gx protocol as defined currently will be extended to support traffic steering policies. 

· The agreements above allow L3 and L4 classifiers in S/Gi-LAN for DL traffic in addition to L3, L4 and L7 classifiers in PCEF/TDF. 

· A note will be added to indicate that DL classifiers can be obtained from PCRF.
Further details on how the traffic steering function interacting with the traffic steering enforcement w.r.t. to S/Gi-LAN based on the working assumptions above will be provided by the Solution-1, 2 and 4 accordingly. 

Solution 2.1, "Semantics of traffic steering policy" (defined in section 6.2.1), is selected as the basis for the normative work for the key issue#2 in Rel-13.
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
