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RAN2 thanks SA2 for its liaison statement on usage of NSAPI, RB identity, RAB ID and TEID. RAN2 would like to inform that the used definitions for RB identity and RAB ID is not in line with the agreed definitions used in RAN. 

SA2 definition:

Radio Bearer identity (RB identity) is used to identify the Uu interface logical channel associating with the Radio Access Bearer. 
RAN2 remark: Radio Bearer identity is used to identify the Uu interface Radio Bearer and not logical channel. RAN 2 proposes to change the sentence to: Radio Bearer identity (RB identity) is used to identify the Uu interface radio bearer(s) associating with the Radio Access Bearer.
SA2 definition:

In Packet Domain, a network allocates one Radio Access Bearer for one PDP context. In addition, one Uu interface logical radio bearer is allocated for one Radio Access Bearer.

RAN2 remark: This would prevent the use of RAB subflows in the Packet Domain. RAN2 proposes that the last sentence is changed to: In addition, one radio bearer is allocated for each RAB subflow of one RAB.
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
