GPRS Terminal Support of Network Operation Modes I and II

Background

In order to test the GPRS service in a roaming environment, the GPRS-WP has determined that a minimum of a Class C GPRS terminal is to be used for testing.  As class C terminals only support GPRS contexts, but not GSM calls, they have the ability to support Network Operation Modes II or III or both.   

Request for advice

IREG GPRS-WP  requests advice from 3GPP on the following point:

Will all Class C GPRS terminals support both Network Operation Modes II & III or will terminal manufacturers make devices which support only one of the modes.
