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1. Proposed Transfer Plan

LCS Release 2000 work is moved from T1P1 to 3GPP and SMG2 by SMG#31.

The LCS (LoCation Services) Release 98 is near completion. This milestone represents the most logical opportunity to transition the work back to the 3GPP as requested by 3GPP TSG-CN.  Core Network related issues can be transferred to 3GPP, but GERAN related issues can not be transferred to 3GPP. There does not exist a suitable group within 3GPP that could assume responsibility of GSM air interface and BSS specific LCS issues. Thus, it is proposed that the CN related issues and the system (CN – GERAN interworking) aspects of GSM LCS are transferred to 3GPP, and the GERAN specific issues are transferred to SMG2.  This ensures that the complete GSM/EDGE radio standardization effort is transferred to 3GPP in the most efficient possible way. 

Note: GERAN is a term used to describe a GSM and EDGE based 200 kHz radio access network. The GERAN is based on GSM/EDGE release 99, and covers all new features for GSM Release 2000 and subsequent releases, with full backward compatibility to previous releases. [Tdoc SMG2 487/2000]

 Below list the following reasons to transfer GSM LCS to 3GPP and SMG 2:

· This is a logical transition point, following the completion of Release 98.  To transfer Release 2000 LCS work during the active drafting phase to another group is disruptive towards the development of Release 2000 specifications. 

· It is proposed that 3GPP should develop a common, well-defined, LCS specification for GSM, GERAN and UMTS in Release 2000.

· GERAN, CAMEL, and UMTS experts attend the 3GPP and SMG 2 meetings and participate in the work groups. 
· SMG2 and S2 currently are evaluating the GERAN architecture.  The Release 2000 LCS architecture considerations would fit naturally with this work.

· LCS Release 2000 work is in progress in 3GPP. 

· SMG 2 is likely to move to 3GPP in June 2000, this reduces the complicated coordination efforts of LCS work within three different standardization organizations. 

· After LCS Release 98 completion at SMG#31 and 3GPP TSG-CN#7, and implementation of LCS Release 98 has progressed, it is expected that corrective CRs will be necessary. Corrections to LCS Release 98 CRs that occur in 3GPP and SMG 2 guarantees fast and simple acceptance.   This also reduces any additional delay of CR acceptance, due to circulating the CRs via T1P1. 

· At the next TSG-CN plenary, 3GPP TSG-CN#7, is expecting the full responsibility of LCS core network aspects by SMG#31. Enclosed is a portion of the liaison sent from 3GPP TSG-CN to T1P1. (NP-99527):  3GPP TSG-CN has received the liaison from T1P1 expressing the intent to transfer the responsibility for LCS to 3GPP.  TSG-CN welcomes this transfer of responsibility, as this will simplify the integration and maintenance of LCS within the 3GPP framework. TSG-CN notes that the intended transfer point is SMG#31.  Therefore at TSG-CN#7 (March 13, 2000), TSG-CN will assume responsibility for all CN related CRs and LCS specifications for all GSM and UMTS releases.  TSG-CN welcomes the continued contribution of T1P1.5 LCS and it’s continued involvement in future LCS work.

LCS Release 98 Open Items and Further Enhancements 

The remaining unsolved open issues can be studied in Release 2000. It is agreed to close the content of Release 98/ 99 by March 2000. [TP-99226, Overview of TSG#5 Results, Maurice Pope, SA Secretary (MCC)]

· Continuing to study open items that are not essential to LCS Release 98 completion will only delay the work further. This jeopardizes the implementation of LCS Release 98, which in turn, puts the FCC mandated deadline to provide location of emergency services calls, at risk. 

2. LCS Development in 3GPP 

The goal of UMTS LCS is to maximize synergies between GSM and UMTS and use existing GSM LCS specifications for UMTS, where applicable.  This is stated in the UMTS LCS work item description and in TS 30.806, the Inter Group Co-ordination plan on LCS and CBS (Cell Broadcast Services). 

The current UMTS LCS standardization time table as defined in TS 30.806 is listed below:

· The LCS Service description (Stage 1) is common for GSM and UMTS. The Release 99 version is completed, following with updates in Release 2000. 

· Release 99 versions of System Stage 2 and UTRAN Stage 2 plan completion by March 2000.

· LCS Stage 3 specifications for UMTS in Release 2000. The Stage 2 specifications will be elaborated further for Release 2000.

Development of LCS in 3GPP:

· The LCS System Stage 2 specification TS 23.171 development is in S2, with collaboration from related CN work groups.  It is viewed, that a temporary LCS drafting group should be established under S2, and participates from other CN WGs and RAN WG2 are invited. 

· This S2 LCS drafting group meets in parallel with S2 meetings or at separate times, to finalize the Stage 2 aspects of LCS in UMTS for Release 99 before March 2000. 

· Later the S2 LCS drafting group could investigate how to combine the LCS specifications for GSM and UMTS in Release 2000 Stage 2 (TS 23.171 R'00) and corresponding Stage 3 specifications. 

· LCS for Packet Switched services should be essentially the same for GSM LCS Release 2000 and UMTS LCS Release 2000

· The R2 LCS ad hoc group continues work on UTRAN support for LCS.

· All related 3GPP Work Groups should be involved in generating the detailed stage 3 LCS specification.

3. Recommendation

In short, a common, well defined set of LCS specifications (Stage 1, 2 and 3) for both, GSM and UMTS in Release 2000 is needed.  Achieving this requires close co-ordination between GSM and UMTS LCS. It is recommended that the joint meeting, S2/T1P1.5, accept this Transfer Plan. 

Further analysis and development of the LCS Release 2000 work areas and responsibilities should be elaborated by 3GPP and SMG 2.
