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1 Introduction

In the proposed version for document 23.127, it is written in section 6.3 (Authorization) that as a result to the invocation of the Discovery method, an application receives all methods which are compliant to the service properties it requested. 

This seems to imply an access control performed method by method, which would be complex to perform at the SCS level, and even harder to cope with when developing an application.

As a consequence it is proposed to modify the text in order to define a larger grain access control, at the service capability feature level.

2 proposed modification

Purpose of the Authorisation is to determining what a previously authenticated application is allowed to do.

In the first phase of the OSA API, the authorisation procedure is provided in the following way:


As a result of the Discovery method the application will receive all service capability features which are compliant to the service properties it  requested. Once the application has chosena service capability feature, it has to be signed by both, the application and the framework.

The sequence of the ServiceDiscover(), SelectService() and SignServiceAgreement() methods are used for the authorisation of an application.
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
