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1. Overall Description:

SA2 wishes to thank SA6 for the “Liaison on status for MCPTT in SA6 and questions on Rx interface usage” (S6-150981 / S2-152749).
In regard to Question 1: 

“3GPP TS 23.468 shows that the GCS AS directly uses Rx. In 3GPP TS 23.179, the MCPTT AS is acting as a GCS AS to directly use Rx, while also using Rx from the P-CSCF when the MCPTT AS is also an IMS AS. Is this supported in the existing Rel-13 architecture?”
SA2 would like to clarify:

· The architectural drawings in TS 23.468 show logical relationships and should not be seen as requirements/specifications on whether the signalling path is direct or not and/or on the cardinality of the relationship between the GCS AS and the PCRF via Rx. Therefore, from 23.468 perspective, it is acceptable to use only one Rx (either indirect, e.g. between a P-CSCF and the PCRF, or direct, between the GCS AS and the PCRF), or to use both kinds of Rx (indirect and direct) at the same time.

· Stage 2 specifications neither prescribe nor prohibit any particular number of AFs. 
· SA2 has approved TS 23.468 CR0072 in S2-152849 to clarify this point.

In regard to Question 2: 

“If the answer to question 1 is positive, what is the mechanism specified by SA2 to allow coordination between the entities (in this case the MCPTT AS and the P-CSCF)?”
SA2 would like to respond:

· Since the Stage 2 specifications are silent on the number of AFs, they do not define any coordination mechanism between AFs. 
· It would be logical to assume though, that if a system uses more than one AF, it will be consistent in triggering requests for separate resources via separate AFs (e.g. resources for the IMS signalling bearer will always be requested via the P-CSCF, while resources for user plane GBR bearers for PTT voice and floor control will always be requested directly via the GCS AS). In this way, interference between the separate AFs could be avoided, without the need for SA2 to standardize a coordination mechanism.
2. Actions:
