The SGmb/SGi-mb/M1/M3 reference points are internal to the MBMS system and are defined in TS 23.246 [3].
4.3.2.4
Rx reference point

The Rx reference point is defined in TS 29.214 [4]. The GCS AS uses the Rx interface to manage unicast resources. The Rx reference point does not prescribe whether the communication path between the GCS AS and the PCRF goes directly or goes through a different AF (e.g., a P-CSCF in case of IMS). Therefore it is acceptable, for a system to use only one Rx link (either e.g., between a P-CSCF and the PCRF or between the GCS AS and the PCRF directly), or to use two or more Rx links at the same time, if each AF terminating the Rx link is responsible for managing its own AF sessions and its own resources .
