	Reason for change:
	There is a need to enable an IMS registration for voice services over WLAN to be accepted or rejected depending on operator policies, which are location based. The operator may not have support for emergency services in all locations.

Local Policy Control at initial IMS Registration over Untrusted WLAN

Local policy control refers to policies that are operator specific and that may be applied at initial IMS registration for the purpose of accepting or rejecting an initial IMS registration for voice services over WLAN access. These policies are typically location based and dependent on the UE location.

At initial IMS registration for voice services, and where UPLI information is provided by the UE, operator specific local control policies may be applied and which can result in a registration being accepted, or rejected, and/or may also result in additional implementation specific actions. Any node that participates in the registration process (e.g. P-CSCF, HSS) may apply these local control policies.
NOTE 1:
The inclusion of UPLI information in the SIP REGISTER is subject to local privacy regulations. 
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
