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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution clarifies the definition of announcer info, discoverer info/discoveree info and target info used in the Group Member Discovery.
Discussion
The user information is included in the Group Member Discovery message of TR 23.713 as followings:

The following parameters are used in the Group Member Discovery Announcement message (Model A):

Announcer info: provides information about the announcing user.
The following parameters are used for Group Member Discovery Solicitation message (Model B):
-
Discoverer info: provides information about the discoverer user.

Target Info: provides information about the targeted discoverees (single user or group).
The following parameters are used for Group Member Discovery Response message (Model B):

-
Discoveree info: provides information about the discoveree.
It is said the user information (e.g. announcer info) provides information about the user (e.g. announcing user), but it is not clear what kind of user information the user information shall provide.
In the section 10.7.5 and 10.7.6 of the MCPTT specification TS 23.179, for the private call set up procedure in off-network mode, the MCPTT user identity is required for unsolicited discovery (Model A) and the MCPTT user identity and MCPTT group ID are required for solicited discovery (Model B). Considering MCPTT service is the only public safety service in Rel-13, the MCPTT user ID and MCPTT group ID required for MCPTT call set up should be supported by ProSe.
Proposal: The announcer info/discoverer info/discoveree info is MCPTT user ID, and the target info is MCPTT user ID or MCPTT group ID.
