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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN3 on their LS on RAN sharing.

SA2 has discussed the requirements from the LS and agreed on the following comments to the RAN3’s liaison.

SA2 verifies that there are requirements for uniqueness of MMEC assigned to each MME connected to the same eNB for a single operator, which is captured in TS23.003 with the following text “The operator shall need to ensure that the MMEC is unique within the MME pool area and, if overlapping pool areas are in use, unique within the area of overlapping MME pools.” However, SA2 believes that a clarification is needed concerning uniqueness for MMEC assigned to each MME connected to the same eNB for different operators in a shared network.
In addition to the Overload Start use case referenced by RAN3 the following use case can also be exemplified:

If the NAS MM Back-off timer is activated by one operator to address CN overload and there is a paging performed by another operator with an overlapping S-TMSI, this makes both terminals respond to the paging including the one that has got the back-off command and by that add to the CN load at the operator which is handling overload.
To the following request from RAN3 “RAN3 also kindly request SA2's feedback relative to the feasibility of GWCN deployments using a dedicated MMEC per sharing PLMN.” SA2 has the following feedback.
The use of MMEC can be seen as follows:
· In a MOCN or non-sharing network deployment the MMEC indicates a specific MME node and indirectly the single operator it serves

· In GWCN deployment the MMEC indicates a specific MME in the shared MME node and also indirectly indicate the operator associated to that MME

Based on above SA2’s view is that an operator configuration mapping the MMEC to a sharing PLMN is feasible.

2. Actions:

To RAN3 SA2 kindly requests RAN3 to take above responses into account.
To CT4: SA2 kindly requests CT4 to update relevant specification (TS23.003) on the basis of the  above feedback
