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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform RAN2 that SA2 agreed to use ProSe Per-Packet Priority as the mechanism to perform prioritisation for ProSe Communication transmissions.
Description of the mechanism is documented in TR 23.713 clause 7.5.1 and draft TS 23.303 CR XXX.

Since the basic principle is that the priority of a ProSe communication transmission is selected by the application layer based on criteria that are not in scope of ProSe specification, SA2 discussed the usage of ProSe Per-Packet Priority when PC5 is used by ProSe UE-Network Relay transmissions. 
It was agreed that the access stratum protocols (for instance PDCP) can keep a mapping of LCID of the received packet and its associated Radio Bearer used on LTE-Uu. Assuming the radio bearers are bidirectional the same LCID can be used in both directions for ProSe communications. 

If RAN2 agrees that the above is a feasible mechanism it is suggested to document it in specifications under RAN2 control.
