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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has discussed issues related to the ePDG selection procedure specified in 23.402 and considered the questions from CT1. 
Rel. 12 ePDG selection has been revised and clarified in line with the questions asked from CT1 in their LS S2-151446 (C1-151630) and the changes are contained within S2-15xxxx.
In the framework of this discussion the LS's received from both GSMA (S2-152149) (attached) and CT1 S2-151446 (C1-151630), the overall procedure for ePDG discussion has been re-examined.
The solution for ePDG selection is modified to cover all the necessary use cases and clarify how an operator can configure a UE to obtain specific behaviors. This creates a basic mechanism that enables both selection based on static information configured by the HPLMN, and more dynamic selection if the HPLMN does not provide such configuration. In particular, the solution enables more flexibility to the HPLMN to configure when and how the UE shall select the ePDG based on FQDNs or IP addresses provided by the HPLMN versus using FQDNs based on the PLMN ID. 

With the new procedure there aren’t anymore a static solution and a dynamic solution. However, an operator can configure the UE to simulate a static and a dynamic behaviour for ePDG selection under any conditions by appropriately configuring the UE.

The solution also adds the ability to include Tracking/Location Area Identity information into ePDG FQDN to enables selection of an ePDG geographically or topologically close to the UE, which in turn enables optimal P-GW selection for the connection.
