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	Reason for change:
	In LS S2-152169/S5-153254, SA5 informs SA2 that they agreed that there is no need for an OCS proxy to be specified for use of Gy between VPLMN and HPLMN OCS.

The reason provided in the conclusion of TR 32.843 for phase 1 is “All the concluded solutions/recommendation rely on existing GSMA DEA or 3GPP V-PCRF, therefore it is concluded that neither a "proxy OCS" nor an"OCS proxy" is needed to be introduced in 3GPP specifications for Gy reference point crossing PLMNs.” 
TS 23.203 shall therefore be aligned with this decision. 

Furthermore, this should be also applicable to TDF (Gyn reference point). 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	The possibility to use an OCS proxy in the VPLMN is removed in Gy reference point clause as well as in the Gyn reference point clause. 

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	TS 23.203 would not be aligned with the conclusions of SA5 on the possibility for the VPLMN to use an OCS proxy, which would anyway not been defined.

The Gy reference point allows online credit control for service data flow based charging. The functionalities required across the Gy reference point are defined in TS 32.251 [9] and is based on RFC 4006 [4].

Gyn reference point

The Gyn reference point resides between the OCS and the TDF.

The Gyn reference point allows online credit control for charging in case of ADC rules based charging in TDF. The functionalities required across the Gyn reference point are defined in TS 32.251 [9] and is based on RFC 4006 [4].
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
