Scenario x: Predefined/preconfigured areas

Usually in a city or country, there are some popular areas which many users are interested in. For example, the Tian’anmen Square in Beijing is one of the most popular places, operator would want to know the UEs who enter/leave such specific area. Therefore, for such popular areas, the area information (PRA lists) should be predefined and preconfigured in the network element such as MME in order to reduce signalling overload. This is already specified as "Core Network predefined Presence Reporting Areas” from Rel-12 onwards. The popular areas can be applied to certain UEs or all UEs.
It should be possible to trigger PRA reporting for a given UE on more than one predefined area. It is also possible that the predefined areas overlap with each other.

It should also be possible to trigger PRA reporting on a "UE-dedicated Presence Reporting Area" and on one or several predefined areas at same time. It should also be possible that the predefined areas and "UE-dedicated Presence Reporting Area" overlap.
