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1. Overall Description:

To provide features parity and consistency across 3GPP and WLAN accesses, CT4 and CT1 have specified in Rel-13 the signalling extensions required to convey to the EPC, over the WLAN access, the Mobile Equipment Identity, if available, of devices accessing a trusted or untrusted WLAN. 
For Trusted WLAN access: 

· the UE signals its IMEI(SV) via EAP-AKA' extensions if requested to do so by the 3GPP AAA Server; 
· the 3GPP AAA Server forwards the IMEI(SV) received from the UE to the TWAN (over STa).
For Untrusted WLAN access:
· the UE signals its IMEI(SV) via IKEv2 extensions if requested to do so by the ePDG; 

· the ePDG forwards the IMEI(SV) received from the UE to the 3GPP AAA Server (over SWm)

For both cases,
· the TWAN/ePDG forwards the IMEI(SV) to the PGW via S2a/S2b;
· the PGW forwards the IMEI(SV) to the PCRF via Gx;
· the 3GPP AAA Server forwards the IMEI(SV) to the HSS during the Non-3GPP IP Access Registration procedure.
This enables to provide support of functionalities making use of the IMEI, for UEs accessing WLAN, such as Automatic Device Detection, Terminal specific behaviour in the network (e.g. for misbehaving UEs), Online and Offline charging (IMEI in CDRs), Lawful interception, management based trace activation/deactivation.
IMEI checking (e.g. disallow WLAN access for stolen equipment) was not specified in this release as this would require network architecture changes and thus involvement of SA2.
