Key Issue X – Change of user plane session identity (due to other than UE mobility scenarios)

Description

To accommodate the changing traffic and/or bandwidth requirements, the control plane function may expand or contract its corresponding user plane in terms of resources (e.g. CPU, memory, network interfaces, user plane function, etc.). As part of it, new resources may be added or existing resources may be removed at runtime, and the existing sessions need to be re-distributed over the available set of resources. As a result, the user plane identity (e.g. GTP-U end-point identity) for one or more sessions may change and in that case the new session identity needs to be communicated to the peer node(s).
This key issue aims to study solutions to communicate the change of user plane session identity (e.g. GTP-U end-point identity) to the peer node(s).
