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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS (C1-153970/S2-153417) related to NBIFOM.
Regarding the action item in the LS from CT1 to ask SA2 to provide the answers on the two questions below:
Q1: In UE-initiated NBIFOM mode, if the network rejects the UE requested default access, does it imply that the default access shall be the other one which is different from the UE provided default access? Or does the network need to explicitly provide the other default access when rejecting UE provided default access?

A1: If the UE’s requested additional access is accepted by the network, the PDN GW may provide the default access different than the UE requested.  Please refer to attached SA2 TS 23.161 CR-0006 (S2-153708) for more detailed clarifications. 
Q2: When the UE requests IP flow mapping to an access, shall the UE send the IP flow mapping on the destination access as indicated in the request?
A2: Yes.  Please refer to the attached SA2 TS 23.161 CR-0009 (S2-153707) for more details clarifications.
