Architectural assumptions

It is assumed that new architecture model is introduced to split C- and U-plane for S-GW, P-GW, TDF. This is referred to as split architecture. The new architecture defined to introduce C- and U-plane split for S-GW, P-GW, TDF shall:

· be backward compatible thus be able to interwork with networks without the split architecture (e.g. in case of roaming scenarios). In addition, split network functions should be able to interwork with network functions that are not split within the same network.
· not impact UE and Radio access network.
