Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes key issue for FS_CUPS
Introduction
When studying solutions for a CP and UP separation of SGW, PGW and TDF it is important to understand what functionality resides on each side of the separation. In addition, it also needs to be defined what functionality is available on the interface between the CP and UP related domains.

Key Issue X – Functionality split into user plane and control plane functions
5.1.1
Description

This key issue investigates the split of SGW, PGW and TDF functionality into control plane and user plane functions.  The solutions to this key issue should describe for each logical entity (SGW, PGW, TDF) what functionality and related interfaces are located on each side of a control plane - user plane interface, while not affecting the overall functionality provided by these nodes and not affecting the other EPC functions. 
This key issue also investigates the interface definition between control plane and user plane functional entities for each logical entity (SGW, PGW, TDF), including the nature of the information exchanged and the information flows. 

Additional functions that are necessary due to the functionality split may need to be documented as well.
