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	The support of emergency services of an ePDG may be configured and signalled in the Home ePDG identifier, allowing the UE to select a suitable ePDG when emergency services are concerned. These emergency services are critical services that require reliability and accessibility of the ePDG. If the ePDG is used for other services than emergency services, there could be congestion of the ePDG due to large traffic for these other services and the availability for emergency services may be not ensured. The operator may have interest to dedicate an ePDG for the emergency services to avoid this situation.
This CR propose to add a signalling in the Home ePDG identifier, to indicate that the ePDG supports only the emergency services.

Static selection

It shall be possible to configure the UE (e.g. H-ANDSF, USIM, etc) with an ePDG address that supports emergency bearer services in its HPLMN. The ePDG address can take the format of:

1)
An FQDN; or

2)
An IP address.

It shall be possible to signal within the configuration an exclusive support of emergency services. 
In case the ePDG address configured is for an exclusive use of emergency services, this ePDG shall not be selected for other services than emergency services. 
If a configuration exists with an exclusive support for emergency services, this ePDG should be selected as the preferred ePDG for emergency services. 
When the UE is statically configured with the IP address of an ePDG that supports emergency bearer services, the UE initiates the IPsec tunnel establishment towards this IP address.

If an FQDN is configured the UE employs the DNS server function to obtain the IP address(es) of the ePDG(s). If the DNS server responds with:

a)
At least one IP address: the UE selects an IP address from the list returned in the DNS response, and the UE initiates the IPsec tunnel establishment towards this IP address, If it fails it repeats the attempts to set-up a SWu tunnel with the other IP addresses received from the DNS until it either succeeds or there is no more available IP address; or

b)
No IP address is returned then the UE shall stop the selection of an ePDG for emergency services.

If the UE is not configured with an ePDG address for emergency services then the UE shall use dynamic ePDG selection as described in clause 4.5.4a.3.
