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Abstract of the contribution: Addition of new solution to provide Local Emergency Numbers List over WLAN access.

Discussion

In 3GPP access, the MME may send Local Emergency Numbers List to the UE in the Attach Accept or Tracking Area Update Accept message. The UE shall store the Local Emergency Numbers List, as provided by the network up to ten numbers. In WLAN access, the Local Emergency Numbers List is not provided by the network.
In roaming scenario, if operator of the UE only allows WLAN roaming, the UE may not have Local Emergency Numbers List because the UE cannot attach successfully to 3GPP access. The solution #11(Determine Emergency Call Numbers) may be used by the UE to retrieve emergency number. However, especially in Untrusted WLAN access, the ANQP may not be supported by the WLAN AP because the WLAN AP may not be controlled by operators. Then the UE initiates non UE detectable emergency call. Non UE detectable emergency call may cause service delay until the UE gets emergency service and signalling with HPLMN in home routed roaming architecture.

Proposal

It is proposed to capture the following solution to TR 23.771.

Solution X: Local Emergency Numbers List over WLAN access
The ePDG/TWAG may send Local Emergency Numbers List which is configured in the ePDG/TWAN at initial attach procedure based on operator configuration. This mechanism makes sure that the UE has the Emergency Numbers List even if the UE cannot receive emergency numbers over 3GPP access (e.g. no roaming agreement to access EPC over 3GPP access). In Trusted WLAN access, the TWAG may send Local Emergency Numbers List to the AAA via diameter protocol. The AAA server relays the information in EAP signalling sent to the UE. In Untrusted WLAN access, ePDG may send Local Emergency Numbers List to the UE using IKE signalling. The UE shall store the Local Emergency Numbers List, as provided by the network and use the information to detect emergency service.
