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1. Overall Description
In the context of the feasibility study on the support of emergency services over WLAN (FS_SEW), SA2 has agreed a key issue in TR 23.771 v1.1.0 (clause 5.11) which states that the UE shall be able to determine which access networks (WLAN and/or 3GPP) can be used for establishing IMS emergency sessions and in which order. This agreement was based on the assumption that e.g. in some cases only 3GPP access may be allowed for emergency services while in other cases both WLAN and 3GPP accesses may be allowed and the WLAN may have the highest priority.
Should SA2 consider scenarios where the WLAN access has higher priority or equal priority with 3GPP access for emergency sessions? Or, in all cases the 3GPP access (when available) should always have the highest priority?
