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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes some SA2 term definitions for supporting V2X services.
1.
Introduction
The following different V2X services are defined in TR 22.885:
V2I Service: a type of V2X Service, where one party is a UE and the other party is an RSU both using V2I application.

V2N Service: a type of V2X Service, where one party is a UE and the other party is a serving entity, both supporting V2N applications and communicating with each other via LTE network entities.

Editor's Note: Definition of V2N Service may need to be further discussed.

V2P Service: a type of V2X Service, where both parties of the communication are UEs using V2P application.

V2V Service: a type of V2X Service, where both parties of the communication are UEs using V2V application.

We should note that V2V Service, V2I/N Service and V2P Service are defined from the service perspective; new terms from system perspective should be defined to support the V2X Services.

3.1 Definitions
V2X Direct Communication: A communication between two or more UEs in proximity that are V2X-enabled, by means of user plane transmission using E-UTRA technology via a path not traversing any network node.
V2X Communication via Infrastructure: A communication between two or more UEs that are V2X-enabled, by means of user plane transmission using E-UTRA technology via a path traversing network node.
