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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks TSG RAN for their LS on the new WID “LTE-WLAN RAN Level Integration supporting legacy WLAN”.

SA2 has discussed the possible impacts of that new work item to SA2. 
Per the related approved WID, the solution will be based on:

· IPsec tunnelling between eNB and UE over WLAN, and

· RRC enhancements for establishing the tunnel between eNB and UE, including required signalling of parameters to the UE (Initiation of WLAN aggregation and IPsec tunnel establishment at the UE is triggered by the eNB via RRC),
If needed, DRBs may be identified in uplink. Identifying which DRB an IP packet belongs to is required in order to enable the eNB to identify the associated E-RAB/EPC bearer on S1 interface, i.e. there is a need for “marking” the uplink traffic in the IPSec tunnel. This can be achieved e.g. by conveying the DRB identity in an encapsulating header (e.g. GRE) along with the payload of the IPSec packet. Identifying the DRBs over WLAN is not required for downlink traffic because the DRB identity is not used to route the traffic to the appropriate application. Such methods have no impacts to SA2.

SA2 understands the need for involving SA3 on security aspects. SA3 might conclude that some SA2 architecture impacts are necessary. 
However, apart from the security aspects which are of SA3 remit, SA2 does not see any impact to core network architecture and therefore does not expect any SA2 work. If some specification work is needed (e.g. for charging differentiation or update of protocol stacks), it should be common to both “LTE-WLAN Radio Level Integration and Interworking Enhancement WI” and “LTE-WLAN RAN Level Integration supporting legacy WLAN” Work Items.
2. Actions:
