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Abstract of the contribution:

The future meeting schedule is considered with regard to extra meeting(s) in 2016 for coping with the envisaged workload. It is proposed to decide on extra meeting(s) in 2016.

Discussion

TSG SA assumes tight schedules for Rel14-16 to reach IMT-2020 targets. Resulting from this SA2’s study on the next generation system architecture has also an ambitious timeline. Without considering the limited amount of some initial work during SA2#112, there are only three regular meetings until the TR is intended to be ready for information (min 60%) and another regular SA2 meeting until it should be ready for approval (min 80%).

Considering the wide scope of the study it seems not realistic to assume that the target can be reached with that few meetings. It is therefore proposed to add an extra meeting in the first quarter of 2016. And further to consider agreeing tentatively on another extra meeting in the third quarter, where any firm decision may be done later, possibly based on progress until then.
Another topic that has a challenging timescale is CIOT where TSG SA tasked SA2 to provide normative results still within R13 timeframe. The related timeframe will be obviously defined by RAN’s related work.  Assuming that SA2 needs to provide a reasonably stable CIOT system architecture description in Q1 of 2016, it is proposed to also work on CIOT during that Q1 extra meeting.
Proposal

It is proposed to endorse an extra SA2 ad-hoc meeting during the first quarter of 2016 for work on the next generation system architecture and on CIOT.
The options 1a and 1b below are shown as proposals considering that there should be sufficient distance to regular meetings and considering a bunch of public holidays from different regions. A four days meeting could be scheduled. The topics may be scheduled in way that allows delegates who follow only one of the topics to attend less than four days.
Further, it is proposed to tentatively agree on another extra meeting later in 2016 in the period of time shown by options 2 below. From current perspective the next generation system architecture would be on the agenda. Other topics may emerge for the agenda until the firm decision on this meeting is made.
