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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform that SA2 has started to study potential architecture enhancements for the separation of user plane functionality from control plane functionality in the EPC's S-GW and P-GW (and TDF). It is SA2 understanding that lawful interception has to be provided by a split S-GW/P-GW architecture without changing its functionality. 

SA2 discussed the possibility to re-use the approach introduced with the MSC server/MGW split (documented in 3GPP TS 33.107) for supporting lawful interception in split S-GW/P-GW architectures (see the attachment S2-154000). SA2 would therefore like to ask SA3-LI to check whether this approach can be applied. 
In case SA3-LI concludes that this approach cannot be re-used, SA2 kindly asks for clarification about the requirements, constraints and potential approaches for supporting lawful interception in a split S-GW/P-GW architecture.
