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Abstract of the contribution: The intent of this paper is to try to clarify the requirement for the types of access technologies that are to be supported by 5G core 
Discussion
During last SA2#112 meeting, the follow requirement was captured in clause 4.1 regarding the support for the list of access technology by the 5G core as described as follows: 
1) Support the new RAT(s), the evolved LTE, and non-3GPP access types. GERAN and UTRAN is not supported.

a) As part of non 3GPP access types, WLAN access and Fixed access shall be supported. Support for satellite access is FFS.

Based on the above description, it is not clear if the legacy LTE is also directly supported by the NextGen system or not.  The intent of this proposal is to clarify the intent of this requirement. 
Therefore, it is proposed to clarify the support of legacy LTE as shown above from the TR 23.799.
