This contribution outlines a solution for key issue 2 - managing sponsored data connectivity information inside the operator’s network – which is to use predefined PCC/ADC rules to describe the sponsor packet flow descriptions, and enables PCRF to provision and manage predefined rules in PCEFs/TDFs.

Solution Description

This solution resolves the key issue 2 - Managing sponsored data connectivity information inside the operator’s network. 

In this solution, sponsor packet flow descriptions are used to generate predefined PCC/ADC rules, provisioned onto appropriate PCEFs/TDFs which are then used in sponsorship flows during IPCAN sessions. The core of this solution is enabling PCRF to provision predefined PCC/ADC rules in the PCEF/TDF.

Editor’s Note: The reference point on which this provisioning will be performed is FFS.
At any time, the PCRF can create, update, delete or read predefined PCC/ADC rules in the PCEF/TDF. If these predefined PCC/ADC rules are generated from sponsor packet flow descriptions, the trigger for provisioning will be the provisioning of those sponsor packet flow descriptions (as per key issue 1 solution). The predefined PCC/ADC rules can be described in terms of L3, L4 or L7 filters.

Editor’s Note: The parameters describing a predefined PCC/ADC rule are FFS.
